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Procedural Guidelines

Curriculum Beyond the Classroom
1 The School will offer exposure to a variety of the performing arts, clubs, activities, festivals, open days and productions and will aim to involve as many students as possible in these.

2 The School will give students the opportunity to interrelate with other students in school-based events and competitions, with other schools in exchange trips, and with the local community. Students will be encouraged to participate in a range of activities and experiences that will expand his/her abilities and knowledge

3 The Sports Coordinator, assisted by a Sports Committee will guide the promotion of team and individual sport in the School and coordinate sports exchanges. Committees will be set up as required to guide other events or activities.

4 Students will be encouraged to work both individually and as part of a group and to learn from others, valuing and supporting fair play in all activities.

5 The financial cost to students will be set at a level that gives realistic access for students.

The performing arts facilities at this school are promoted as a resource for both school and community.
