Procedural Guidelines

1
Basis of Appointment

i
The ESOL teacher is funded by the International Education activities income.

ii
The annual number of hours is dependent on the number of students who require ESOL tuition.

iii
New Zealand and permanent resident enrolments which generate some ESOL funding will be included in the ESOL programmes. Non-English Speaking Background exchange students who need ESOL support are included in this group.

iv
Pastoral care and guidance of foreign fee-paying students is the responsibility of the Dean of International Students but may also be included in the work of the ESOL teacher, as deemed necessary by the Dean.

v
If the ESOL teacher is asked to take part in end-of-year functions specially arranged for International Students, this involvement will be by mutual agreement and a suitable remuneration will be negotiated between the school and the teacher.

2
Scope

The key tasks of the ESOL teacher are:

i
assessment of all NESB students

ii
maintaining ESOL programmes for identified level groups

iii
arranging IEPs and supervision for mainstreamed NESB students

iv
Pastoral guidance which complements the work of the whole school guidance network, and undertaken as directed by the Dean of International Students

v
participation in the usual range of school activities and events and special International events as required by the Dean of International Students. Involvement in additional special activities at the end of the year will be by mutual agreement (paragraph 1(v) applies).

3
Programme Flexibility

The hours used for ESOL programmes are allocated to provide maximum flexibility and accommodate the over-lap between the programmes:

i
Intensive first level - a programme averaging 10 hours per week but initially about 15 hours per week in term 1, reducing as the year progresses

ii
Intermediate level - a programme for student who can cope with 4th Form (Year 10) English - up to 4 hours per week, with time for liaison with other staff

iii
Advanced level - a programme for students seeking inter-national qualifications in English - usually 4 hours/week

iv
additional individual tutoring may be purchased by a student.

Procedures

i
As soon as the DIS can quantify the international enrolments for an academic year, a staffing proposal is formulated and confirmed with the Principal..

ii
When income levels and staffing requirements are determined, a teacher is engaged.

iii
Within 28 days of fee-paying students beginning courses, the School advises the Ministry of this and arranges to meet the necessary government levies on these students.
