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Procedural Guidelines

Special Education

1
Partnership between students, parents, caregivers and the school is essential in overcoming barriers to learning.

2
Existing classroom programmes will be modified and adapted to cater for the special education needs of students.

3
The school consults widely, and employs diagnostic strategies to identify special education needs.

4
Community and specialist agencies will be used to complement school services and programmes where necessary.

5
Students with Special Teaching Needs have written plans relating to their areas of development for which the regular school programme requires adaptation or replacement. This may include assessment, the use of an Individual Education Plan (IEP) and/or the use of appropriate specialist staff within the school.

6
The school assesses, monitors, records and evaluates programmes and student progress.

7 The school endeavours to provide equitable and efficient use of all resources to provide appropriate programmes

8 Training programmes will be provided for staff as part of whole school professional development to enhance teaching techniques for meeting the learning and behavioural needs of identified students

9 The Principal and Board of Trustees will be informed according to school reporting policies and schedules.
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
