SCHOOL DONATIONS POLICY

Policy statement

Kaiapoi High School welcomes donations from parents and from the community including donations from community based Trusts.

Donations enhance the educational opportunities the School can provide, contributing to the fulfilment of the strategic goals of student achievement and preparation for life in a positive learning environment.

The School requests an annual donation per child from parents. This is in recognition that the government’s funding formula is inadequate to provide the balanced education expected by the School’s community.

The BOT will set the fee at the November meeting for the following school year.

Definitions

School donation: Amount set by the Board of Trustees annually and requested from parents for each child at the School. Payment of the School donation is strongly encouraged but is not compulsory.  Confirmed in November the year prior.

School activity fee: Charges made for additional activities and resources used by a student. Payment is required. The Board has delegated the authority to the Principal to set the quantum of fees to be paid for the school activity fee.
